* Take LOTS of pictures of advertisements and texts you see in Finnish

*  Post-it your apartment with words

* Think of learning as a game: ‘collect them all’ ©

* Speak and write Finnish whenever possible and don’t be afraid of mixing languages or
asking for meanings!

Strategies when e.g. reading: try to understand the main idea, create a mindmap / list of
most important words, translate, guess the meaning of words based on the context

PARTITIIVI

Partitive is a grammatical case used in a
variety of meanings in Finnish and its
relative languages.

Often partitive is used to express:

* a part of something

* indefinite amount

* incomplete action

e after numbers and words that express
guantity

Partitive is easy to make:

* englanti = englantia (single vowel + a)
* ruotsi =2 ruotsia

* suklaa = suklaata (double vowel + ta)
* kokis = kokista (consonant + ta)
