Huom! NB!

In for example Germanic languages,

vowel harmony (i.e. umlaut, omljud) means a
different thing than in Finnish.

In Finnish, the words have an inherent quality
of including either front or back vowels, no
matter the case/conjugation:

* hylly a shelf = hyllylla on a shelf

* hullu crazy - hullussa in a crazy

* paiva a day = paivalla during
the daytime

* puhua to speak 2 puhumme we
speak = puhuimme we spoke

» kayttaa to use 2 kaytat you use
- kaytit you used

(Compare to German: (ein) Maus : Mause)
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
